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4.	 Removing the battery

u	 Discharge the batteries before disposing of them.

u	 To do this, remove the earphones from the charging 
case.

1.	 Introduction 

In accordance with the Electrical and Electronic  
Equipment Act (ElektroG) and the European WEEE  
Directive 2012/19/EU, electrical and electronic  
equipment must be disposed of separately from  
household waste at the end of their life.  

If the device is operated with batteries, these must be 
removed before disposal. If batteries are permanently 
installed in the device, they must be removed by  
professional staff for safety reasons. 

These disassembly instructions show how to proceed.

Charging case

printed circuit board.

u	 Use a suitable tool to 
lever up the battery.  

u	 The battery is attached 
to the housing with  
a double-sided  
adhesive tape to 
prevent vibrations. 
Some effort is therefore 
required to remove the 
battery.
